As you know, we must have a minimum of 51% of all property owners from each subdivision to agree to the
changes in order for them to take effect.

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Water Safety Report by: Sgt. G. Milbourne

Here is a summary of lake activity for the 2009 summer boating season.

Lake Number of Hours Patrolleff  Number of VessepSto | Number of Warnings Given Number of Citationse&aiv|
North 111 hours 178 19 5
South 123 hours 204 37 21

The Hillsdale County Sheriff's Marine Patrol issued 56 warnings to boaters. All these warnings could have
been citations. The patrol hopes that the boaters that received these warnings will remember their offense and
not repeat the violation for the summer 2010 boating season. The majority of the warnings were for light
violations. Just a reminder, that the stern light (white light in rear) must be visible for two miles and 360° after
sunset. Navigation lights (red & green lights in front) must be visible for one mile after sunset. The docking
lights are to be used for docking only and not for headlights while navigating around the lake. Another
common violation was not having life jackets readily accessible. PFD’s (personal flotation device or life
jackets) must be out on deck and not in compartments or under seats. There must be one PFD readily
accessible for each person on board the watercraft.

There were a total of 26 citations issued. Out of the 26 citations issued, the majority were for registration
violations.
Keeping the above information in mind, please have a safe 2010 boating season.
